INTERPARLIAMENTARY ASSEMBLY OF THE VERKHOVNA RADA OF UKRAINE, THE SEIMAS OF THE REPUBLIC OF LITHUANIA AND THE SEJM AND SENATE OF THE REPUBLIC OF POLAND

DECLARATION 
The City of Kiev, May 31, 2016 
During its meeting in the City of Kiev held on May 31, 2016, the Interparliamentary Assembly of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, the Seimas of the Republic of Lithuania and the Sejm and Senate of the Republic of Poland:
drawing attention to the threat to international peace and security related to armed aggression of the Russian Federation against the sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine, the continuous violations of fundamental principles and norms of international laws and human rights and freedoms committed by Russia;
pointing out the significance of the decision on visa regime between the EU and Ukraine liberalisation aimed at activation of mutual contacts, which would allow maintaining further strengthening of relations and growing of friendship and mutual respect between the nations;
recognising the effort of Ukraine in integration into the EU and the progress achieved thereof in structural reforms;
condemning the occupation and annexation of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea committed by the Russian Federation as a gross violation of international law as well as the continuing armed aggression of the Russian Federation in the east of Ukraine, which jeopardises security in both this region and whole Europe; 
confirms the disposition of the member states of the Interparliamentary Assembly to strengthen cooperation in the field of security and defence and hopes for fruitful cooperation within the framework of trilateral LITPOLUKRBRIG brigade of Lithuania, Poland and Ukraine in order to maintain the Ukraine’s efforts to achieve compliance with the NATO standards;
appeals to the governments of the member states of the Assembly for naming of LITPOLUKRBRIG brigade in honour of Duke Konstanty Ostrogski;
points out the significance of unification of efforts of the member states of the Assembly in order to promote common culture heritage, including the project of restoration of monument of Duke Konstanty Ostrogski in Kiev Pechersk Monastery, cooperation of experts in the fields of history and culture, youth exchanges, support of bilateral and multilateral projects aimed at strengthening of contacts between people and the role of the civic society;
appeals to the governments of the member states of the Assembly encouraging to provide maximum support necessary to the implementation of the project of restoration of monument of Duke Konstanty Ostrogski in Kiev Pechersk Monastery;
